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Objectives:

This established two week course based at the Institute of Development Studies, University of Sussex, UK. will develop skills and methods in project monitoring and evaluation that are appropriate to actual situations all over a changing and developing world.  Tutored by internationally experienced consultants and trainers, this course allows participants to apply the techniques learned to actual situations in their own organisation through practical activities and a personal and professional action​-plan to be implemented upon return to their organisations.  This course, now in its third year, will make up the last part of the Certificate in Development Management.

Participants:

Participants come from all sectors of development and from around the world. The course is designed to meet the specific needs of development professionals from Government, NGOs and the private sector. The course is suited for all managers and recognises that monitoring and evaluation of projects and programmes is an area often neglected and where great improvements can be made to sustainable development work.  

Key areas of study:

· Practical insights into participants’ own organisations and their environments.

· Monitoring and evaluation as part of the development process 

· Participatory tools and techniques for monitoring and evaluation

· Management information and communications during monitoring and evaluation

· Practical application and presentation of the results of monitoring and evaluation

· Visits to observe “best practice” in monitoring and evaluation

· Case studies designed to develop practical skills.

· External and self-assessment will take place throughout the entire programme.

· Individual tutorial sessions to meet participant’s individual training needs.

Course dates and fees:

23 February – 5 March, 2004 in Brighton, United Kingdom.  The fees are £2,800 per participant, inclusive of bed and breakfast accommodation at IDS, University of Sussex from the night of the 22 February until checkout on the morning of the 6 March. Extra nights accommodation can be arranged at a cost of approx £40.00 per night.  Note: There are limited restaurants available on campus in the evening but self-catering facilities are available. Fees also include airport transfers, course materials and a cultural programme.
